Language 

Peru is home to more than one language.  Spanish is the main language, 84% of the people speak Spanish.  Quechua is also an important language.  Quechua is a language of the Amerindian people who were living in Peru when the Spanish arrived. It is the language of the Inca Empire.  There is no written alphabet in Quechua.  The Incan did have a way of counting using strings and knots.
